The minutes of the last annual meeting in Atlanta Georgia, were presented and distributed by the acting Secretary, Bruce Green (MO).  Shirley Daughtery (NE) motioned and Gerry Duplessis (ME) that the minutes be accepted as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

Gene Fredrick (MN) gave the financial report. After the 1999 conference, a balance of $5779.27 was transferred to New Mexico.  George Bradfield (GA) motioned and Ted Walschleger (IL) seconded that the financial report be accepted as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.

Old Business:

Estimating Manuals are to be collected and compiled.  Jennifer McAllister (OH) and Debbie Wood (OH) volunteered to collect the state’s Cost Estimation Manuals.  John Kidd (OK) recognized Jennifer for her outstanding work on the TEA/TUG websites.

New Business:

Discussion was held on how the TEA could become a recognized subcommittee under AASHTO.  Jeff Hisem (OH) and George Bradfield (GA) suggested obtaining an audience with the current AASHTO chair in Atlanta, Georgia, sometime during the National Fraud Conference in late October.  Jeff Hisem (OH) made a motion to approve a resolution to seek recognition from AASHTO as a sponsored subcommittee or task force, Bob Griner (FL) seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

Shirley Daughtery (NE) asked for ideas for a formal method for handling the transfer of the TEA banner.  It was suggested that the host state for the following year’s conference would store the banner and be responsible for bringing it to the meeting.  George Bradfield (GA) motioned and Shirley Daughtery (NE) seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mike Fowler (VT) expressed interest in hosting the 2002 TEA/TUG conference in Vermont.  This would be subject to approval of senior management in his home agency.  Bob Griner (FL) also spoke of possibly hosting the 2002 conference in Ft. Lauderdale, FL.  Florida didn’t want to commit firmly but would be an option if no other state showed an interest in hosting the 2002 meetings during this year’s TUG meetings.  Jeff Hisem (OH) motioned to accept the FL DOT offer to host the 2002 conference subject to Bob Griner’s conditions, Jeff Derrer (NC) seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

Election of Officers:

Shirley Daughtery (NE) nominated George Bradfield (GA) for Vice Chair.  Jeff Hisem (OH) seconded.  Bob Griner (FL) motioned to close nominations, Ron Belli (NY) seconded.  Motion passed.

Ted Walschleger (IL) nominated Bruce Green (MO) for Secretary.  Bob Griner (FL) seconded.  Shirley Daughtery (NE) moved to close nominations, Jeff Derrer (NC) seconded.  Motion passed.

Shirley Daughtery (NE) nominated Mike Fowler (VT) for Treasurer.  Jeff Hisem (OH) seconded.  Shirley Daughtery (NE) motioned to close nominations, Jeff Derrer (NC) seconded.  Motion passed.

Jeff Hisem (OH) motioned that George Bradfield (GA) be elected Vice Chair, Bruce Green (MO) be elected Secretary, and Mike Fowler (VT) be elected Treasurer.  Shirley Daughtery seconded.  Motion passed.

Ted Walshleger (IL) spoke on the success of the 2000 TEA conference and the quality of the presentations.  Ted also made a presentation to John Kidd (OK) for his dedicated service on the TEA board.

Jeff Hisem (OH) motioned to adjourn, Bob Griner (FL) seconded.  Motion passed unanimously and the meeting was adjourned.
